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CODE OF BY -LAWS
Chapter 1

GENERAL PROVISIONS

Section. 1-1. Designation of Code.

The provisions of the following chapters and sections shall constitute and be designated

the "Code of Bylaws of the Town of Millbury, Massachusetts," and may be so cited.
State Law Reference -General Authority of Town to Adopt Bylaws, G.L. c. 40, §21.

Section. 1-2. Repeal of Bylaws.

The repeal of a bylaw shall not thereby have the effect of reviving any bylaw theretofore
repealed.

Section. 1-3. Construction of Certain Terms.

Words and phrases specifying or naming any Officer, Board or Committee of the Town
shall be construed as including the lawful successor or the person or persons having the powers
and performing the duties of such Officer, Board or Committee.

"County" shall mean Worcester County.

"Person" shall mean Person, Firm or Corporation.

"Town" shall mean Town of Millbury.

Section. 1-4. Issuance of Certain Licenses and Permits.
When in a bylaw anything is prohibited from being performed without the license or

permission of a certain Officer, Board or Committee, such Officer, Board or Committee shall
have the right to license or permit such things to be performed.

Section. 1-5. Printing of Bylaws.

The Board of Selectmen shall cause copies of these bylaws to be printed, and to be kept
in the Town Offices, where copies or portions thereof may be purchased upon application.
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Section. 1-6. General Penalty.

Whoever violates any of the provisions of this Code of Bylaws whereby any act or thing
is enjoined or prohibited, shall, unless other provision is expressly made, forfeit and pay a fine
not exceeding fifty dollars ($50.00) for each offense.

Section 1-7 Non-Criminal Disposition Bylaw.

Any bylaw of the Town of Millbury, or rule or regulation of its officers, boards,
committees or departments, the violation of which is subject to a specific penalty may, in
the discretion of the Town official who is the appropriate enforcing person, be enforced
in the method provided in Section 21 D of Chapter 40 of the Massachusetts General
Laws. The non-criminal penalty for each such violation, if not otherwise specified, shall
be Two Hundred Dollars ($200).

“Enforcing person”, as used in this bylaw, shall mean any Town Police Officer of the
Town of Millbury with respect to any offense; and the Inspector of Buildings and his
designees; the members of the Conservation Commission and its designees; the Board
of Health and its designees; the Planning Board and its designees; the Animal Control
Officer or designee; the Sealer of Weights and Measures and designees; the Board of
Fire Engineers and its designees, and such other officials as the Board of Selectmen
may from time to time designate, each with respect to violation of bylaws and rules and
regulations within their respective jurisdictions.

If more than one official has jurisdiction in a given case, any such official may be an
enforcing person with respect thereto.

Without intending to limit the generality of the foregoing, it is the intention of this
provision that the following bylaws, rules and regulations are to be included within the
scope of this article. The specific penalties as listed herein shall apply in such cases
and that in addition to Police Officers, who shall in all cases be considered enforcing
person for the purpose of this provision, the municipal personnel listed for each section,
if any, shall also be enforcing persons for such sections. Each day on which any
violation exists shall be deemed a separate offense.
